There are several changes to the Fund for this call which are aimed at
encouraging applications from this highly important sector in the Irish
economy:

« Each project must have at least one established manufacturing
company in a consortium of three or more project partners, one of
which must be an SME and one other enterprise partner.
Collaborations with the Irish research sector are encouraged.

« Allpartners must be based in Ireland and be a client of Enterprise
Ireland, IDA Ireland, Udaras na Gaeltachta or an eligible Research
Performing Organisation (RPO) at the application deadline.

Enterprise Ireland will host a webinar on 19 May 2022 for those who are
interested in learning more about the application process.

All eligible applications must be received by the deadline of 3pm on 14 July
2022.
